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Greetings from Uganda!  In our last newsletter, I asked you to pray 

for a teen camp that we were holding in December.  I sensed that 

your prayers were being answered during the four days and three 

nights of activities.  Everyone traveled safely from the other 

churches.  About seventy teens and counselors gathered on our 

church property in Kisojo.  We came together Wednesday and 

pitched all the tents.  Teens began to recite their list of memory 

verses and by the end of the week, nearly twenty had said them all. 

On Thursday and Friday we had three preaching services each day.  

In the Friday evening message, the Lord spoke to many hearts and 

nearly half of the teenagers present made public decisions to serve 

the Lord in some way.  It was a blessing to see seven of our young 

men surrender their lives to be pastors, to preach, or to teach God’s 

word.  Nine young ladies also surrendered to various forms of Chris-

tian service including singing, soul winning, and teaching children.  

Thank you for praying for the teen camp.  Please continue to pray as 

we seek to train and help these young people in their new consecration to the Lord.   

In our last baptism service we baptized four 

people from the Kisojo area and two ladies 

from the Budda preaching point. 

We had a good Christmas service with nearly 

215 people present.  Many people come back 

from the city to the village during the month of 

December.  It was good to see some teens who 

had been away at boarding schools. 

Recently, we had the blessing of seeing a blind visitor being led to 

our church by her adult daughter.  Sometime later, she was saved 

during one of our services.  She comes every week with her grand-

children in the van.  Praise the Lord that she can truly see that which 

is important now.  Thank you for helping us through your support 

and prayers to reach these dear people with the Gospel.
